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Followers of Christ are never without the need of being 
encouraged. The church needs to grow in their application of the 
exhortation to encourage one another: 
 

Hebrews 3:13 - But exhort one another every day, as long as it 
is called “today,” that none of you may be hardened by the 
deceitfulness of sin. ESV 
 

So, do not neglect paying attention to the three needs every disciple 
never outgrows:  nourishment, protection and encouragement.  If you 
do nothing else in your discipling you have done a great deal. 
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For centuries theologians and pastors have taught and 
urged the church to practice the means of grace.  
Traditionally these ÒmeansÓ have been the sacraments, the 
preaching of the word of God and church discipline. But 
many would make the case that the ÒmeansÓ encompass 
more than three components, i.e. prayer, the fellowship of 
the saints, service to the saints and the world.   
 
No matter the number of ÒmeansÓ one may say are 
available, the point is that they are reservoirs of grace God 
has designed that, when the new Christian partakes of 
them, will bring growth in their faith.  
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Colossians 2:6-7 - 6 Therefore, as you received Christ 
Jesus the Lord, so walk in him, 7 rooted and built up in 
him and established in the faith, just as you were taught, 
abounding in thanksgiving. ESV 
 

As is seen from this passage in Colossians, it is a worthy goal 
to ÒestablishÓ a new Christian in their faith. This contains the 
idea of making their faith stable, firm or unshakeable. 
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Discipling a new Christian seeks to instruct in the ÒwhatÓ of 
the necessities growing a vital faith.  The new Christian needs 
to possess a knowledge and commitment of those habits and 
practices that God has given to grow up in him. 
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When those “means of grace” are a habitual practice of the 
new Christian, they are building a greenhouse of spiritual 
growth.  It is within that greenhouse you encourage the new 
Christian to live and thrive. 
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The main character within this greenhouse is God.  Only God 
can grow any of us. He is the gardener. 
 

1 Corinthians 3:6-7 - 6  I planted, Apollos watered, but 
God gave the growth. 7 So neither he who plants nor he 
who waters is anything, but only God who gives the 
growth. ESV 
 

It is to the gardener you want the new Christian to look.  You 
want him or her to experience God in a living, intimate 
relationship. You want them, as they practice the means of 
grace, to depend on him to nurture them. 
 

Psalms 145:15-16 - 15 The eyes of all look to you, and you 
give them their food in due season. 16 You open your 
hand; you satisfy the desire of every living thing. ESV

When a new Christian understands their growing in faith is 
within a greenhouse of growth under the watchful and caring 
hand of a loving, wise gardener, they will experience a 
genuine spiritual hunger that will lead them to feed often by 
and through these means of God’s grace. 
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In the life of a young Christian’s life you want to lead them to 
the width and breadth and length and height of the grace of the 
gospel that not only has saved them from sin but continually 
grows them in their salvation all the days of their life on earth. 
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Ephesians 3:17-19 - 17 that you, being rooted and 
grounded in love, 18 may have strength to comprehend 
with all the saints what is the breadth and length and 
height and depth, 19 and to know the love of Christ that 
surpasses knowledge, that you may be filled with all the 
fullness of God. ESV 
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It is astounding that in this passage we are taught the way by 
which we may be “filled with all the fullness of God.”  The 
way of filling comes by comprehending the immeasurable 
love of Christ.  To the degree a young Christian grasps the 
gospel of Christ’s love for them is the degree to which they 
will be filled with all the fullness of God.  You want the 
young Christian that this journey to “comprehend” this gospel 
of Christ’s love is life-long.  It cannot be attained quickly and 
should always be relished. 

 
c. Why they should do it:  Teaching gospel transformation 

 
At this stage of discipling, the young Christian grows from the 
“what” of the means of grace to the “why” behind practicing 
the means.  You want the young Christian to not only do the 
right things. You want them to do the right things for the right 
reason.  If they don’t learn the “why”, their doing will be a 
religious moralism that is not unlike any other practiced by 
followers in other world religions. But if they do grasp the 
“why” behind their “what” they’ll experience a transformation 
that the gospel in its power is designed to effect. 

 
d. Learning to look inward, the see a big cross 

 
The transforming riches of the gospel are found in the center 
of the gospel – Christ’s atoning sacrifice on the cross for his 
brothers and sisters. 
 

Colossians 2:13-14 - 13 And you, who were dead in your 
trespasses and the uncircumcision of your flesh, God made 
alive together with him, having forgiven us all our 
trespasses, 14 by canceling the record of debt that stood 
against us with its legal demands. This he set aside, 
nailing it to the cross. ESV 
 

The beauty of the gospel grows as the understanding of the 
immensity of one’s sin and the colossal love of Christ grows.  
The less immense one sees their sin or the less colossal they 
grasp Christ’s love, the smaller will be the cross in their own 
affections. 

 
e. Awed, they worship  

 
When the young Christian begins and continues to grasp the 
enormity of the cross they begin to experience an obedience 
that is motivated by awe and worship.  They practice the 
means of grace out of praise and thanks for what they have 
been saved from and saved for –”from” eternal condemnation 
“for” his glorious purposes. 
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ItÕs a God-centered world; breaks down the dividing wall 
between the secular & the spiritual 
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The unity of the covenant of grace and the oneness of the 
people of God; breaks down the dividing wall between the 
OT & NT 
)
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The indicative precedes the imperative;  breaks down the 
dividing wall between motive and practice)
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The mature Christian learns that their greenhouse of growth 
(the what) and the cross of Christ (the why) is not meant to be 
enjoyed solely by them.  It is also meant to be given to others 
Ð to the saints in the church and to the lost in the world 
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Ephesians 4:11-13 - 11 And he gave the apostles, the 
prophets, the evangelists, the pastors and teachers, 12 to 
equip the saints for the work of ministry, for building up 
the body of Christ, 13 until we all attain to the unity of the 
faith and of the knowledge of the Son of God, to mature 
manhood, to the measure of the stature of the fullness of 
Christ ESV 
 

The maturing and growing of ChristÕs body is dependent on 
the faithful service of ministry by every other member of his 
body.  Failure to serve oneÕs brothers and sisters is a 
resignation to their immaturity. 
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The mature Christian comes to the place of grasping that God 
has given them a calling to serve others.  No better example of 
this calling exists than in ChristÕs example during the years of 
his pilgrimage on earth: 
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Mark 10:45 - For even the Son of Man came not to be 
served but to serve, and to give his life as a ransom for 
many. ESV 
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You want the mature Christian to look beyond themselves to a 
big world – the saints and the lost – into which they are to see 
themselves as planted by God for the good of others and the 
glory of his own name. 
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When the mature Christian sees this big world in which God 
has planted them, they are to be trained how to serve.  You 
want them to live in the church and in their neighborhood as 
good stewards of God’s graces, to extend the love of Christ in 
word and deed that was extended to them. 
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What are the suggested implementation vehicles of achieving the 
grasp and practice of the disciple’s distinctive characteristics in each 
of the three growth stages of the previous section?  That is what this 
section seeks to answer. 
 
The implementation vehicles laid out are not meant to be 
comprehensive, i.e. what is laid out in no way encompasses every 
resource or means available for implementation.  In addition, what is 
laid out here is in context of community, i.e. it’s intended use is with 
a subset of the church body (small groups, classes, etc.) not one 
person with another.   
 
So, instead of an extensive listing of implementation vehicles, what 
you see is the “bread and butter” use of vehicles.  By “bread and 
butter” I mean basic or fundamental vehicles.  No one in the church 
can pursue every conceivable implementation possibility but every 
church can pursue a few implementation vehicles they sense is best 
for their community. 
 
The published material listed in this section will likely change as new 
material becomes available and the old becomes become less relevant 
to the changing church culture.  Therefore, view the material listings 
as current for the time being but interchangeable in the months and 
years to come.  That is why the explanations below will not deal 
much with the specific material. Instead what will be dealt with are 
the goals and purposes the lie behind each implementation vehicle 
listed. 
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The implementation vehicles selected here recognize that in 
every church there are those who are journeying closer and 
closer toward embracing the gospel.  Sometimes it’s difficult 
to know exactly when that embrace is arrived at.  It seems 
wise, therefore, to devise opportunities to explore the beauty 
and cogency of the gospel to move the seeker toward the 
embrace of the gospel or to affirm the new Christian’s gospel 
embrace.  All of the vehicle implementations recommended 
here are via a discussion format with the context of a small 
group. 
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This is meant to provide an opportunity to see the beauty 
of the gospel and to appeal to the affectional side of faith.

This is meant to provide an opportunity to understand the 
cogency of the gospel and to appeal to the cognitive side 
of faith.  
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What is intended here is make the biblical case for what 
has been called throughout church history the “means of 
grace” and to give guidance on the practical application of 
those means.  This vehicle is the provision of the 
fundamental components that make up the healthy 
greenhouse for spiritual growth.  
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This vehicle is implemented in the context of the 
Neighborhood Groups.  The purpose here is to lay out the 
Scripture’s teaching on the manner in which the gospel 
sanctifies God’s people and how to practice gospel 
sanctification daily.

3. The Stage of DISCIPLING A MATURE CHRISTIAN 

 
a. Service to the Saints 

 
1) Equipping the Saints by Tom Darnell

The 
purposes of these vehicles will be train the saints in 
serving the East Nashville community with tangible and 
beneficial deeds of kindness and mercy. 

 
Grounding the New, Young and Mature Christians in the Word 

 
What follows encompasses all the stages of the progressive growth of 
a disciple.  A disciple, no matter their level of maturity, is to grow in 
their knowledge of God and Christ and the word.   
 

Colossians 1:9-10 - 9 And so, from the day we heard, we have not 
ceased to pray for you, asking that you may be filled with the 
knowledge of his will in all spiritual wisdom and understanding, 
10 so as to walk in a manner worthy of the Lord, fully pleasing to 
him, bearing fruit in every good work and increasing in the 
knowledge of God. ESV 
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2 Peter 3:18 - But grow in the grace and knowledge of our Lord 
and Savior Jesus Christ. To him be the glory both now and to the 
day of eternity. Amen.  ESV 
 
Matthew 4:4 - But he answered, “It is written, “‘Man shall not 
live by bread alone, but by every word that comes from the mouth 
of God.’” ESV 

 
To reiterate, it is the intention of these vehicles to be fundamental not 
comprehensive.  There are seemingly limitless options to grow in the 
knowledge of God and Christ and the word that could be taught but 
what you see below is what we are determining needs be taught if we 
taught nothing else. The recommendation is that at least one of 
following implementation vehicles be offered per semester at CCEN, 
i.e once per the four month periods of:  fall/winter, winter/spring and 
spring/summer. 
 
1. Bible Surveys 

 
Surveys are overviews or summaries.  They give a broad, birdÕs 
eye view of a broad landscape of knowledge.  It is meant by the 
implementation of these vehicles to provide the learner with a 
skeleton of the primary or fundament truths of the extensive body 
of knowledge they represent.
